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KS3 Lesson Plan – Media portrayals of LGBT identity

LI: (Child Target) To understand that media texts are coded with images of sexuality which are usually heterosexual. 

LI: To explore the constructed nature of heterosexuality that is often presented by contemporary media in order to understand that a superior binary/ natural relationship between hetero and homo sexuality does not exist. 

Materials– DVD of adverts 

Class Materials– large paper and pens

Pencils and materials to storyboard

Reminder of last session

Heteronormativity (what did it mean?)

What did we discover about the adverts we looked at?

What happened when Heinz launched an advert that showed two men kissing?

In this session we are going to try to create some adverts that are more diverse and do not reflect the heteronormative, but show a broader spectrum of people that is more accurately representative of British society. 

What other groups of people were excluded from the adverts we looked at? 

Break into groups of 4. Quick mind map of ideas on large paper. Must come up with 

1) a product 2) a basic premise or plotline 3) a list of characters/ people/ things that will be included

Come back together as group and explain basic ideas. Write each group up on board so as to agree on ideas. 

Break into groups and storyboard ideas.

Each group to present ideas… is it possible to create a successful advert that does not perpetuate heteronormativity? Why are such adverts not more present in contemporary media?
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
