	Starter
	Share objectives and outcomes

Word Bingo (adapted from Brit kid resource) 

Key words displayed on wall or board

Pupils enter 6 key words into grid

Teacher reads out definitions and pupils can colour their grids

First pupil to call ‘Word Bingo’ wins

	Main Body
	Scenarios

· Divide the class into small groups

· Give out statement cards to each group. 

· Ask the groups to share out the statement cards equally between all the group members. 

· Group members then take turns to place one card in one of the columns (agree/disagree/ neither) according to their own views. 

· Once placed, the whole group can discuss whether they think it’s the right place for the statement to be (i.e. do they “agree” with, “disagree” with or “not know” about the statement). 

· Class feedback and answers 



	
	Extension activities/Strategies:

Respond to each scenario consider:

· why might the person have used that behaviour / language

· how would the person on the receiving end feel

· what might be the consequences of the behaviour 

It can be written as a news piece, drama, or performed as a role play  

	Plenary
	What issues/ideas come up from the scenario statements and discussions? What assumptions are made?  Did any stereotypes come up?  This can be followed by a further discussion on stereotypes and consequences

WORD BINGO TEACHERS DEFINITIONS 

Britain: The country in which we live

Bullying: Bullying is repeated negative and unwanted behaviour that causes distress or emotional harm to the person on the receiving end 

Cornwall: the County in which you are at school  

Racism: Actions which will advantage or disadvantage based on a person’s colour, culture or origin. In its subtle form it is more dangerous than in its overt form 

A racist incident:  Any incident which is perceived to be racist by the victim or any other person (Def. fm Macpherson's Stephen Lawrence (1993), 1999)

Racist bullying: is using words or actions several times on purpose that hurt someone because of their colour, ethnic origin, national origin, ethnic group, nationality

Migrant worker: A person who leaves their country in order to work elsewhere 

Verbal: Includes name calling, mimicking, teasing, whispering, unkind names and abusive language, abuse, threats. It is the most common form of bullying 

85%: The percentage that bullying occurs in front of other people  

School: A place of learning, social interaction and personal development

Cornish Pirates: Cornwall’s rugby team with a number of international players. They made an anti-racism DVD. 

SCENARIO STATEMENTS 

Racist Incident, Racist Bullying or neither?

1 A student at lunchtime makes a racist joke, but no “black” kids are around.

2 Another student describes her new neighbours to you saying, “They are black, but very nice”.

3 A girl from Turkey has recently joined the class. She is repeatedly referred to as ‘Turkish Delight’ by a group of other girls and doesn’t appear to mind.

4 Geoffrey, who is of Traveller heritage, has annoyed Darren. Darren retaliates with anger, using the word Pikey, and tries to get other boys to join him.

5 In a school with a mainly South Asian heritage intake, a group of Y7 Asian boys surround two older White pupils blocking their way, calling them names and saying ‘This is our school’.  

6 You are in a meeting and overhear a teacher making a comment about another student; “I don’t mean this in a racist way but Mary is proof that Gypsies can be successful”.

SCENARIO STATEMENTS TEACHER ANSWERS

Racist Incident, Racist Bullying or neither?

1 A student at lunchtime makes a racist joke, but no “black” kids are around.

Racist Incident – refer back to definition of racist incidents 

2 Another student describes her new neighbours to you saying, “They are black, but very nice”.

Racist Incident – what does the word “but” imply in the statement?

3 A girl from Turkey has recently joined the class. She is repeatedly referred to as ‘Turkish Delight’ by a group of other girls and doesn’t appear to mind.

Racist bullying – the statements reads that she does not “appear” to mind but do we know this? How easy is it to stand up in front of your peers if you don’t like how they are behaving?

4 Geoffrey, who is of Traveller heritage, has annoyed Darren. Darren retaliates with anger, using the word Pikey, and tries to get other boys to join him.

Racist Incident – Explain why the word Pikey is inappropriate 

5 In a school with a mainly South Asian heritage intake, a group of Y7 Asian boys surround two older White pupils blocking their way, calling them names and saying ‘This is our school’.  

Racist Bullying – white people can be victims of racism too however in mainly white areas black and minority ethnic groups are at greater risk of racism. The majority of racially motivated attacks are not against white British people

6 You are in a meeting and overhear a teacher making a comment about another student; “I don’t mean this in a racist way but Mary is proof that Gypsies can be successful”.

Racist Incident – what is the underlying assumption of gypsies that lay behind the statements 

All the statements have a racial aspect. It is never appropriate to make comments referring to a person’s identity
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
